To instill Responsibility, I will be assigning homework Thursday and it will be due on 
the following Thursday. The homework(which includes 1 review math page,  1 review 
language arts page, and nightly reading PER NIGHt) will be sent home (5 days worth of 
work) on Thursday in a folder.  All assignments, including the parent’s signature on any 
tests that may have been sent home, are due Thursday morning.  Students who 
demonstrate responsibility by returning their homework every week will be rewarded!  

Finally, Language Arts will also be an important part of my curriculum.  As a result, 
I will be assigning reading homework each week.  Oral reading is very rewarding because it 
enables you to see growth in your child’s reading ability.  To ensure success, it is important 
to have someone listen while he/she reads.  Also, please be sure as your child reads, they 
follow the text with their finger or a bookmark.  Your child will bring home a book, as well 
as a Reading Log to be filled out and returned in the homework folder on Thursday.  
Hopefully, this extra task will instill Trustworthiness, as well as, and appreciation of good 
literature and a love of reading.
